I am writing to inform you that in Decree No. 36-98, Plant and Animal Health Act, and Government 
Agreement No. 745-99, Regulations for the Plant and Animal Health Act, the Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock 
and Food is granted the responsibility of establishing the phytosanitary requirements for importing vegetables, 
products and by-products of plant origin, including forest species. 

 
In order to allow the product Tomato and Pepper seeds to enter the country, from the country of 

origin and coming from Korea, and based on the Pest Risk Analysis, the importer must comply with the 
requirements described below: 

1. Application form for product importation, signed by the owner or legal representative. 
2. International Exportation or Re-exportation Phytosanitary Certificate, issued by the competent 

National Phytosanitary Authority, which must state the following information: 

3. Certificate of Origin, issued by the Competent National Authority. If the product is of Central 
American origin, the Central American Single Customs Form must be submitted. 

4. Photocopy of the commercial shipping invoice. 
5. Photocopy of the bill of lading (consignment note, Bill of Lading or Air Will). 
6. Evidence of payment for the provision of service (issuance of importation phytosanitary permit). 

Affix the corresponding Agricultural Engineer stamps to the phytosanitary importation application form 
according to Decree No. 69-92.
